Article 1 – Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement is to define the procedure for a double doctoral degree between the two aforementioned institutions, defining the conditions and procedures for the preparation and defence of the following doctoral thesis:

The doctoral student will have to meet the requirements of each institution regarding admission to doctoral studies, courses, examinations, preparation and submission of the thesis for obtaining the title of “Doctor”. 
Article 2 – Distribution of working time

The periods of work of the doctoral student in each of the two institutions will be fixed by mutual agreement by the supervisors who will ensure a balanced distribution of time between the two sites. Variations to the timetable will be agreed upon between the supervisors and the doctoral student. 

Article 3 – Registration and registration fees

The doctoral student will be enrolled in both institutions for the duration of his/her doctoral studies.
At the University of Geneva, the doctoral student will have to pay complete university fees (CHF 500) for the first and last semesters of his/her enrolment, unless he/she is employed as an assistant at the University of Geneva during the semester in question, in which case only administrative fees will be due. For all other semesters, he/she will be exempt from tuition fees, but will have to pay the mandatory administrative fees of CHF 65 per semester.

Article 4 - Insurance 

The doctoral student has the obligation to insure himself/herself against illness and accident and be covered by any insurance required by relevant national legislation in both countries for the entire duration of doctoral study. 

Article 5 – Supervisors of the thesis
The doctoral student's thesis will be carried out under the joint supervision of:

who undertake to fully exercise the role of thesis supervisor of the doctoral student. Their role is defined by the regulations in force within each partner institution.
Article 6 – Thesis defence and jury
The thesis defence, unique to both institutions, will be held at name of institution.
The jury will be composed to equal parts of scientific representatives designated by each of the two institutions and in accordance with the regulatory provisions specific to each of them. It must include both supervisors and a member external to both institutions.

Each institution accepts to cover the transport and accommodation fees of its scientific representatives. Accommodation and transportation costs for external jurors are to be shared equally between the two institutions.
Article 7 - Language

The language of the thesis and its summary must correspond to the requirements in force at both institutions.

Article 8 – Exchange of information

The two institutions, through the respective thesis supervisors, will provide each other with all information and documentation relevant to the organization of the co-supervision of the thesis subject of this Agreement.
The two institutions undertake in particular to communicate to each other the documentation relating to the regulatory and/or technical provisions applicable to each of the two sites regarding thesis submission and reproduction.
Article 9 – Publication of the thesis

The publication of the thesis will be in accordance with the procedures specific to each institution.
Article 10 - Deposit, reporting and reproduction of the thesis

The arrangements regarding thesis submission, reporting and reproduction are governed by the regulations in force in each institution.
Article 11 - Award of the doctoral degree

In accordance with the regulations in force in each institution and on the basis of a positive report from the defence jury, each institution undertakes to award a doctoral degree to the successful candidate, leading to the award of double doctoral degree. The text of the awarded diplomas must specify that it is a doctoral degree in co-supervision and in collaboration between the name of partner institution and the University of Geneva.

Article 12 – Amendment to this Agreement
Any modification to this Agreement shall be made by a written amendment signed by the authorized representatives of both institutions.

Furthermore, any request for an extension of the duration of the doctoral studies must be previously jointly approved by the competent authorities of both institutions.
Article 13 - Entry into force and termination

The present Agreement shall take effect upon signature by the authorized representatives of both institutions and countersigned by the doctoral student. It will be valid until the end of the academic year during which the thesis will be defended.
The present Agreement shall cease to apply upon written renunciation by the doctoral student of the ongoing thesis leading to the award of a double doctoral degree. A brief report explaining the reasons for the renunciation will need to be provided by the doctoral student to his/her supervisors.
The present Agreement shall also terminate when the candidate can no longer pursue his/her doctoral studies under the terms of reference of one of the two institutions. In this case, the doctoral student informs the authorities of the other partner institution.
In the two cases mentioned above, unless otherwise agreed, the doctoral student undertakes to comply with the potential reimbursement terms of any financial support obtained from a third party.
If one of the supervisors resigns from this role, the doctoral student will be given a certain period of time to find a replacement. Otherwise, both institutions may also terminate the present Agreement.
Article 14 – Application of national legislation and institutional regulations

Nothing in this Agreement shall be taken to overrule national legislation, guidelines and frameworks or institutional regulations covering doctoral studies and the award of doctoral degrees in either of the two institutions. Both institutions commit themselves to acting in conformity with the two institutions' regulations and codes of practice regarding doctoral degrees.
Article 15 – Dispute settlement
The institutions agree to seek an amicable resolution of any matter to this Agreement. The issue shall first be discussed between the supervisors and/or within the structures concerned. If an amicable resolution may not be reached at this level, the issue shall be referred to the signatories of this Agreement (or their successors), or their nominated representatives.
